Girlguiding BUCKINGHAMSHIRE Banner History

The history of the second county banner is somewhat shrouded in mystery for there areno records to whow the details of its manufacture other than that it was made by Mrs Gilby.
In late 1944 the new County Commissioner, Lady Bernham was appointed and presumably at some later, a decision was made that a new banner should be made to replace the first county banner. The first banner was showing its age and was in need of repair.

At the time the banner was made there was not a banner service held. These services which are unique to Buckinghamshire and had been started in 1928 were suspended during the war years. They were not resumed until 1947 and so the dedication of the banner took place at a special service.

The dedication of the banner by the Rev T Wildman took place on 28th April 1946 in Burnham Church, when the banner together with 8 other District banners were paraded to the church, led by the County Commissioner, from the Burnham Guide hut and after the service were paraded back.

The banner was seen for the first time in public since its dedication, on 18th - 19th May 1946 when it was paraded at the All England Ranger Rally held at the Royal Albert Hall in London.

The banner comprises the Guide trefoil and the Bucks swan (county badge of Buckinghamshire) but missing from this banner is a motto band that is normally found on all banners. The fly-end depicts in a ground of black, a ram in white on a maroon ground, which is part of the crest of Lady Burnham, also shown are 3 smaller chained swans representing the whole area of Buckinghamshire County. The edging is of a blue silver and gold fringe.

In 1976 the banner was laid-up when it was replaced by the new 3rd Buckinghamshire County banner and it is now in the archive collection.
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
